Reminders from our handbook
Sick children
The policy states that children should be 
fever free and/or symptom free for 24 
hours before returning to school. Illness 
can spread quickly from one child to 
another. This is the reason for this policy.

Shoes
For the safety of your child NO open toe 
shoes are allowed. This includes flip 
flops, jellies and sandals! They are not 
safe for school.

Sheets
Only send pack–n-play size sheets for 
infants.  A regular crib sheet works best 
for the blue rest mats the older kids use, 

Toys
Please leave your child’s toys at home.  
They tend to cause disruption and 
besides they may get lost or broken. 

Changes
Please keep us informed of any changes 
in work-or-home phone numbers, 
address changes, changes in who is 
allowed to pick your child up etc.

A few tips on using the new controlled 
access keypad.  To unlock the door, enter 
the access code and then press the 
“unlock” button.

Withdrawing or adding children
If you plan to withdraw your child, 
please remember we require four week’s 
notice.  If your child will attend another 
school in the fall please let us know as 
soon as possible so we can complete our 
school roster and make room for new 
enrollees. As most of you already know, 
we have a waiting list for enrollment. So 
if you are expecting a child, you need to 
register ASAP to secure a place.
