Important child safety reminders  

All baby bottles and cups must be labeled with your child’s first and 
last name.

Please be sure that only items for  children are in their  diaper bag/ 
backpack. Anything that is labeled “keep out of reach of children” 
should not be in the bag. Examples: bug spray, hand sanitizer, 
sunscreen, tampons, saline drops, and any medicine- even if it’s for 
your  child. Medicine should be given to the office with a medication 
authorization form, safely out of reach of children. Food items that 
are not allowed to be served to children under  the age of three, even 
if brought from home include: peanuts, hot dogs, raw carrots, 
popcorn, fish w/ bones and grapes.

These are state requirements that all childcare centers must comply 
with.
